CODE OF CONDUCT AGREEMENT

Swimmer

As a member of Hitchin Swimming Club, you will;


. Arrive for coaching sessions in good time


. Ensure your attendance is registered at each training session


. Ensure you have completed an adequate dry side warm up 


. Ensure you have all the necessary equipment with you


. Listen to what you are being told by your coach 

              . Ensure you adhere to the Club Discipline Policy, including any sanctions that may be imposed

                 under the policy.      


. Do not disrupt the coaching session by using inappropriate behaviour (talking/playing)


. Respect other peoples feelings and belongings


.  Make yourself available for Team selection to represent the Swimming Club.

. When representing Hitchin Swimming Club, whether at a training session or competition, ensure your behaviour is always of a high standard that reflects favourably upon the Club and the sport of swimming.

. Be part of the Team and support your colleagues

. Refrain from swimming if you are not well (i.e. Cold, sore throat, ear infection, etc.) or injured

. Ensure you read the Club notice board regularly

Failure to abide by these rules may invoke the use of the Discipline Policy by the Coaching Staff

Parents

As a parent or guardian of a member of Hitchin Swimming Club, you will;


. Ensure your child arrives for coaching sessions in good time


. Encourage them to take responsibility for ensuring they have all their equipment with them


. Whenever possible, ensure your child is available for Team selection


. Inform the Team Manager if your child is unavailable for Team Selection as soon as it is known

. Encourage your child to behave in such a manner that reflects favourably upon Hitchin Swimming Club and the sport of swimming

. Inform a coach or the Welfare Officer from Hitchin Swimming Club of any issues that may affect your child’s welfare/behaviour whilst swimming or training

. Support Hitchin Swimming Club’s policies and guidelines for behaviour and Child Protection procedures

. Restrict your child from swimming if they are unwell/injured

. Ensure you read the notice board regularly as this is the main communication source

. Speak to Coaches and Club Officials in a calm and respectful manner.

. Ensure your child adheres to the Club Discipline Policy

. Agree to your child being disciplined under the Club Discipline Policy, including enforcement

  of any necessary sanctions.

If you are dissatisfied with the use of the Discipline Policy by the coaching staff then both the swimmer and parent/guardian have the right to make use of the Swimming Clubs Grievance Procedure.

Hitchin Swimming Club

The Coaching staff and representatives of Hitchin Swimming Club will;

. Assume responsibility for swimmers from the time they present themselves to their Lane Coach prior to entering the water until they leave the water at the end of the session  

. Encourage and assist swimmers to reach their full potential

. Aim to provide a safe, caring environment for swimmers to train and compete in, taking account of Hitchin swimming Clubs and the ASA’s policies and guidelines for Child Protection

. Speak to swimmers and Parents in an appropriate professional manner, to ensure any concerns regarding the swimmer are fully discussed

. Ensure any breaches of the Code of Conduct or Discipline Policy are documented where appropriate and brought to the attention of the swimmer and Parent/Guardian


. Ensure they make fair and appropriate use of the Discipline Policy

. Ensure swimmers and Parents are kept informed of Club activities/ Events/ Issues by appropriate use of the Club notice board, newsletters etc.
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
